OBSTACLES FACED IF ANY AND STRATEGIES ADOPTED TO OVERCOME THEM
Constraints :-

(@) A common problem that NSS faces is that of infrastructural inadequacy. Since this college shares
its building with two other colleges, space constraint prevents the unit from organizing events on
a larger scale.

(b) Limited financial resources also stand in the way of initiating more ambitious (cost wise)
projects.

(c) General inhibition about Thalassemia carrier test discourages students from participating in these
camps.
